FUEL SURCHARGE

A Fuel surcharge will appear as a line item on all invoices and it will remain N/C until diesel fuel
surpasses $1.15/L. If and when fuel surpasses $1.15/L, the fuel charge will be changed from N/C
on the invoices to $1.00 /m3.

This charge will remain in effect until diesel fuel drops below the $1.00/L level; if and when this
happens the charge will again appear on invoice at N/C until such a time diesel fuel spikes over
the $1.15/L level again, at which point the process will start over again.

If diesel fuel increases further above $1.30/L level, the fuel charge will increase to $2.00 /m3
until it dips back below the $1.15/L level when it will return to $1.00 /m3.

For each additional RMTO an additional $200
charge will apply. Notice must be given one day prior to pour to avoid this cancellation charge.
